Such animal or bird shall be kept securely confined whilst the vessel is in harbour.

	In accordance with Regulation 17(1) of the Public Health Ship Regulations 1979 where the Authorised Office so direct or where the Master is required to make a report in accordance with the above, no person other than a Pilot, Customs Officer or an Immigration Officer shall, without the permission of the Authorised Officer, board or leave a ship until free pratique has been granted, and the Master shall take all reasonable steps to secure compliance with this provision.
